Presently, she is a master nail
technician and instructor at
the Mogabrook Nail Academy
in Tokyo, Japan where she
services clients and trains
other nail techs. Her talents
command top prices; she
charges 14000 Japanese Yen
(about $110) for a new set of
Calgel nails. She encapsulates
her nail art in gel and has
over 400 different patterns
for clients to choose from. 

DIFFERENT STROKES

Unlike European and American
cultures, Japanese men are
not ashamed or embarrassed
to have their nails slightly
extended or adorned with nail
art. Have a look at some of her
intricate free-hand creations
on men's nails!

When asked for the strangest
experience she's encountered,
she responds, "I hand painted
little angels on a lady once.
She looked at them, smiled,
then said 'look, those angels
look just like you'," Suzie
thought it was strange because
she wasn't sure if the lady
meant they looked pretty or
sleepy.

A DAY IN THE LIFE

Due to her rigorous training
schedule, Suzie is only able to
service 15-18 clients a week,
but the entire salon team of
eight technicians services 150-
200 clients a week. Her classes
usually consist of three-10
people, four days a week and
cost about $80 for each three-
hour class. Topics covered
consist of: Calgel treatments,
manicures, pedicures, nail art,
nail anatomy as well as other
theories and make-up.
